Elements of Statistics. (Mr. Hinrichs).

This course will develop the elements of statistical
methods for executives who must be able to interpret
reports containing statistical data or to discuss policy
recommendations based on teehnical statistical
analysis. It will deal with problems such as assemb
ling data; principles of tabular and graphic
presentation; the nature of averages; index numbers;
analyzing figures that cover a period of years.

This course is intended primarily for administrators
and supervisors in responsible posts who have had
little formal training in statistics. It is also open to
a limited number with statistical training who wish
to discuss the administrative use of statistics.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Why are the Fall Session courses being repeated
instead of giving different courses for the Spring
Session ?

The demand for the Fall Session courses was so
great that large numbers of applicants could not
be accommodated. It was decided, therefore, to
repeat the Fall Courses.

Where will the sessions be held ?

At the headquarters of the Institute of Public and
Business Administration.

How can I register?

Application forms are available at the Institute and
will be mailed to you on request (phone 2003). The
deadline for registration for the Spring Session is
Thursday, January 26, 1956.

Who can apply for admission?

Anyone who is employed in a responsible position
in business, industry or government may apply.
Priority vvill be given to those applicants who are
in a position to make use of the training received.

How much is the fee ?

Twenty rupees per course payable at the time of
admission.

Will those who complete the course receive an
academic degree?

No. This is a program for persons who are. fully
employed. The amount of reading required is
reduced to a minimum. There is no attempt to
meet the formal requirements for a degree. Those
who satisfactorily complete one or more courses
will be granted a certificate.

Are there any courses which must be taken before
others ?

There are no formal requirements that one course
must precede another as long as the instructor is
convinced that the applicant is sufficiently advanced
in the subject to profit by the training offered.
